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Based on certain reports, it is evident that the gospel
has yet to reach 45% of the population out of
India’s total of 146 crores, with approximately 4 lakh
villages still lacking churches among the 6.65 lakh
villages in the country.

Following the command of our Saviour, Lord Jesus Christ, who
instructed, “Go therefore and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the
name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, teaching them to observe
all that | have commanded you”’ (Matthew 28:19-20), the Missionary ministry of Jesus
Redeems is dedicated to proclaiming the gospel throughout India.
